FRONT FLAP Access interior wheel well by turning steering wheel towards the installation side.

Parts x 1 Flap—=> 1 x BMF139-1; 2 x .25SP; 3 x 1.58S; 1 x 5-8-SSWS; 2 x SMF29-1; 4 x SMWASH; 1 SSLNUT; 2 x UNUT2
IMAGE A Remove factory fasteners 1 - 3. Temporarily move liner aside.

IMAGE B Place UNUT2 over mounts 1 & 2. Replace liner.

IMAGE C Remove adhesive film from SMF29-1 using tip of utility blade. Adhere SMF29-1 to .25SP.

IMAGE D Position logo-side of flap facing rear bumper. Place BMF139-1 against tire side of flap. Install SMWASH & 1.5SS
through tire-side mounts 1 & 2 and SMF29-1 & .25SP behind flap, over liner mounts 1 & 2.

IMAGE E Place SMWASH & 5-8-SSWS BEHIND flap, through mount 4. Fasten SSLNUT onto BMF139-1 mount 4.

IMAGE F Align flaps to even ground before tightening fasteners until just seated.

REAR FLAP Parts x 1 Flap~> 1 x BMF117-M; BMF96-RE; 2 x BLKNUT; 2x HXBLT; 6 x SMWASH; 1 x SSLNUT

IMAGE G Uninstall fastener 1 & 2. Work from under vehicle, temporarily remove factory fastener 3.

IMAGES H/I Place BMF96-RE over mount 3, stud-side facing tire. Install SMWASH & factory fastener

IMAGE J Position logo-side of flap facing rear bumper. Place BMF117-M against tire-side of flap. Install SMWASH & HXBLT
into mounts 2 & 4 and SMWASH & BLKNUT behind flap or reverse side of mounts 2 & 4.

IMAGE K Install assembled flap to vehicle with SMWASH & factory fastener into mount 1, and SSLNUT onto stud mount 3.
IMAGE L Align flap to even ground before tightening fasteners until just seated.
